Good question!

ome people have asked about when
their child should move up from nursery
to KidZone, for example, or from KidZone
to RUSH.

Well, we try to operate with the same
structure as the school system. We ask
GKFG FEt OKAfRNBY a
ministry program in the fall. Using this
system, we are able to look at our teams
for the entire ministry year (September
August) and determine if we have the
appropriate number of leaders on our
team to support the number of children.

If children were to move to a new ministry program ryielar, we would have to
do a great deal of schedule shuffling to accommodate. We need to ensure we

a new ministry area. We have also found that to introduce children to a new
program midyear tends to add stress for the child, as they are not only
considerably younger than the rest of the children in the ministry program, but
the other children have also had several months getting used to the routine of
prégfamt¥gether, while a new (and younger) child may find this more difficult.

So, for example, if your child turns 2 before January 31, 2011, they are welcor
to join KidZone beginning in the fall of 2010. If they turn 2 after that date, we &
they remain in the nursery until the fall of 2011. The same process would app
to RUSH if your child turns 4 by January 31, 2011, they would be welcome in
RUSH in the fall of 2010. However, if they turn 4 after January 31, 2011, they
join KidZone in fall of 2011.

Once your child is a part of Kids Small Groups, (KSG), each class is set accor
age / school grade. In keeping with the school system, we ask that your child
remain in his / her KSG class the full ministry year, and the entire class will
graduate in the spring, moving up to the next class in the fall.
